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The month of July — the beginning of the
second half of our calendar year. In our
Church’s year we have just celebrated Trinity
Sunday. Jesus has ascended into Heaven, His
work on earth complete, and, as promised,
has sent his Holy Spirit so that the work He
started can be continued through the ages.
And so on Trinity Sunday we worship our
God, three in one — Father, Son and Holy
Spirit. During the first part of our Church’s
year we have journeyed through all of the
events of our Lord’s time here on earth — his
birth — childhood — his ministry — living with
and teaching his disciples — healing the sick
and working with the vulnerable of society.

His trial and suffering on the cross —the
glorious events of Easter Day where, death
defeated, He appeared to His friends before
His Ascension and the final wonder of
Pentecost. For the following months of the
year — ‘till just before Christmas — our
Sundays are numbered as ‘after Trinity’ or, in
some churches, ‘after Pentecost’. It seems to
me a more relaxed time when we can
contemplate truths found in the Old and New
Testaments of the Bible afresh.

At St Laurence we are just coming to the
end of a year of Interregnum. David Martin,
our Rector, retired at the end of July 2013
and our two Church Wardens, Michael
Fletcher —who has just celebrated his
marriage to Lynda — and Graham Clarke, took
charge of the church and Parish. Thanks to

their hard work and with the help and
support of our Rural Dean, Garth Nathaniel,
together with clergy and retired clergy in the
Deanery and our two hard working Lay
Readers, Dick Russell and Sue Phillips, we
have been able to maintain our four services
each Sunday. Many other members of the
church have taken on extra duties , notably
Alison Smith who has worked with all the
couples marrying in our church this year —
more than we have had in recent years
thanks to the ‘special measures’ rule.
